2. Reading for All Purposes:

· Ask and answer questions 
· Refer explicitly to text as basis for answers
· Determine main idea of text
· Recount key details and how they support main idea
· Describe relationship between historical events, scientific ideas or steps using language pertaining to time, sequence, cause/effect
· Determine meaning of academic vocabulary
· Use text features and search tools to locate information
· Distinguish their own point of view from the author
· Identify cause/effect and compare / contrast relationships
· Use information from illustrations, maps

· Write opinion pieces supporting a point of view with reasons
· Introduce topic, state opinion, create organizational structure that gives reasons
· Provide reasons that support topic
· Use linking words and phrases to connect opinion and reasons
· Provide conclusion
· Brainstorm writing ideas
· Write narratives (real or imagined) events or expereicne
· Establish a situation
· Introduce narrator and/or characters
· Organize event sequence 
· Use dialogue and descriptions of actions, thoughts, feelings and show response of characters to situations
· Use temporal words and phrases to signal even order
· Provide a sense of closure
· Write descriptive poems using figurative language

· Write informative/explanatory texts to convey ideas clearly
